This is a comprehensive project that will include all of the body systems we have covered this year, as well as an in-depth look into a common disease or disorder from each system:
1.  Integumentary System - Acne Vulgaris, Athlete’s Foot, Skin Cancer, Dermatitis, Eczema, Impetigo, Psoriasis, Ringworm & Verrucae/Warts



2.  Skeletal System – Arthritis, Bursitis, Fractures, 



Dislocation, Sprains, & Osteomyelitis



3.  Muscular System – Fibromyalgia, Muscular

Dystrophy, Myasthenia Gravis, Muscle Spasms or Cramps, & Muscle Strain 

4.  Nervous System - Cerebral palsy, Cerebrovascular accident (CVA), Encephalitis, Epilepsy or seizure syndrome, Hydrocephalus, Meningitis, Multiple sclerosis (MS), Neuralgia, Paralysis, Parkinson’s disease, & Shingles or herpes zoster

Otitis externa, Otitis media & Otosclerosis 

6.  The Circulatory System – Anemia, Aneurysm, 

Arteriosclerosis, Congestive Heart Failure, Embolus, 

Hemophilia, Hypertension, Leukemia, Myocardial Infarction, Phlebitis & Varicose Veins


7.  The Lymphatic System – Adenitis, Hodgkin’s 


Disease, Lymphangitis, Splenomegaly & Tonsillitis



8.  The Respiratory System – Asthma, Bronchitis, 


COPD, Emphysema, Epistaxis, Influenza, Laryngitis,



Lung Cancer, Pleurisy, Pneumonia, Rhinitis, Sinusitis,



Tuberculosis & Upper Respiratory Infection



9.  The Digestive System – Appendicitis, Cholecystitis,
Cirrhosis, Constipation, Diarrhea, Diverticulitis, Gastroenteritis, Hemorrhoids, Hepatitis, Hernia, Pancreatitis, Peritonitis & Ulcer

10.  The Urinary System – Glomerulonephritis, Pyelonephritis, Renal Calculus, Renal Failure, Uremia, & Urethritis


11.  The Endocrine System – Acromegaly, Giantism,
